I City of Battle Ground

Status through July 31, 2005

Water

e We installed 17 new services and produced 58.3 million gallons or an
average of 1.9 million gallons per day with a peak flow of 2.6 m/g/d

e Repaired leaks at wells 4 & 5

e Flushed hydrants in the SE section & water lines at the Tukes
reservoirs

e Completed repairs, flushed, tested and & brought Well #6 back
online

e Moved a fire hydrant at BGHS & met to discuss their well operation

Sewer

e We collected and pumped 41.7 million gallons of effluent with an
average daily flow of 1.3 m/g/d and a peak flow of 1.8 m/g/d

¢ We continue injection of Bioxide into the waste stream with the H2S
readings staying low and no complaints from the Salmon Creek area

e Continue liquid sulfide tests on the wet well, the force main and the
inflows from other communities

e Cleaned sewer lines in the SE section of the city
e Rebuilt the water pump on the Cedars standby generator
e Removed old aeration pipe and floating weeds from the lagoon

Facilities

e Our crew did the set-up, clean-up and tear down for the Ice Cream
social at Cresup Park, staff appreciation BBQ at Central Park and
National Night Out on Main Street

¢ Installed automatic feeders & waterers on the city dog pens

e Dug up the time capsule and reburied for the ceremony

Parks

e Cresap- Installed park sign and prepared for the Ice Cream Social

e Horsethief- Installed plaque dedicating the tree Maple tree planting

e Fairgrounds- Cleaned, mowed and prepped for Harvest Days
including rest rooms, lighting and repairing of water service for the
carnival’s use




Streets

Slurry seal project- crack sealed & repaired sunken areas around
catch basins, swept effected areas & placed signs for road closures.
Street repairs on NE 10" St., SW 4" St., SE Fairgrounds Ave. and
NE 3" Ave.

Flail mowed ditches on the east & west sides of town

Harvest Days Preparation —Sweeping, put up signs, placed and
manned the barricades and cleaned up after the parade.

Drainage

Keep up our schedule of ditch, swale and pedestrian pathway
mowing

Uncovered and cleaned a plugged storm drain at NE 10™ St.
Brought in a trapper to catch and remove 5 beavers in Woodin
Creek that were damning up the flow of water

We continue to utilize Clark County’s offender crew to keep up with
our increasing number of city owned drainage facilities

Administration

Discovered that a water leak reported on W. Main was actually a
sewer leak. Reported it to WSDOT and DOE and coordinated the
repair (at night) through a local contractor

Met w/Police and Fire to discuss changes in our radio coverage, our
interoperability mandated by Homeland security and the necessity of
moving to 800 mgz radios.

Consulted with other entities about lagoon aeration, algae control
and the control of unwanted growth in our sewer lagoon

Worked w/contractors on a proposed fueling facility for Police, Fire
Dist 11 and Public Works

Met w/managers of HDSD & SCTP for a monthly update

Compiled & sent odor data to HDR engineering for analysis
Compiled data for the 2006 budgets for Public Works Operations
Worked w/Evergreen Adjusters on replacement of mowers and the
repair of a building due to a fire on one of the mowers
Coordination of Public Works in citywide events
