COUNCIL SENTIMENTS 
Councilmember Ganley noted that he is wearing a Husky tie today.  He stated that he serves on 
the Transportation Improvement Board for the State of Washington which gives out 
approximately $80 million dollars in grants.  He said that there was $5 million dollars in grants 
for the local area.  He congratulated the City for receiving one for the Parkway area in the 
amount of $1.2 million dollars.  He said that he would forward the press release on the grant to 
the Interim City Manager and asked him to forward it to the Reflector.  He noted that Vancouver 
received $3.7 million dollars for 18th Street.   
 
He then gave an update on the C-TRAN meeting that he attended, and noted that during the 
meeting they discussed new routes, and these will be subject to a public hearing.  He asked 
staff to look into an ordinance that would not allow parking at bus stops. 
 
Mr. Osborn noted that C-TRAN would be coming to a future Council meeting. 
 
Councilmember Reinhold said that he attended the Rose Float meeting last Sunday.  He said 
that the float would resemble a vintage 1907 trolley.  He then thanked all the people that 
attended his open house. 
 
Councilmember Walters noted that the North County Community Food Bank giving tree is up at 
Fred Meyer and encouraged everyone to stop by and pick up names from the tree. 
 
 
 
MAYORÕS REPORT 
Mayor Idsinga said that it is a giving time of year for everyone, and added that, in the 
Columbian, everyone will receive a bag and if you fill it up, it will go to the food bank coalition.  
He added that volunteers collect about 135 tons of food during the first week of December.   
 
Mayor Idsinga stated that the food basket program is starting.  He then described the program 
and said that, during the week of the 18th, the sorting would begin.  He said that sorting will take 
place at Fairgrounds, and on the 23rd the baskets will be distributed.  
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He noted that approximately 225 Ð 260 families are served through this program.  He invited all 
to help with the program.  He said that the 30th of November would be the annual Christmas tree 
lighting.  He said that people could bring a can of food to donate to the food bank and said that 
activities will include Santa, hot chocolate and coffee at the fire station, and singing. 
 
He asked the City Council if they would like to cancel the Study Session that is scheduled for 
the day after Christmas. 
 
It was the consensus of the City Counci l to cancel the Study Sessi on that is scheduled 
for the day aft er Christmas. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that Identity Clark CountyÕs Legislative Outlook Breakfast would be held on 
Friday the 15th and asked the Council who would like to attend.   He said that Executive Liaison 
Adrienne DeDona would register those interested in attending. 
 
Mayor Idsinga announced that the Clark County Transportation Alliance would sign the 
proposed policy statement, which would include Battle Ground, if the Council were to support it.  
He explained that the policy statement talks about the funding packages that are needed in 
Clark County, and it serves as a Òjoint voiceÓ that can go to Olympia.  He said that he would call 
the City Council in a couple of days to see if they are interested in participating. 
 
Mayor Idsinga asked which Councilmembers would like to attend the Chamber of CommerceÕs 
Holiday Luncheon on Thursday, December 7, 2006. 
 
Mayor Idsinga, Deputy Mayor Barnes and Councilmember Ciraulo said that they would like to 
attend.  Councilmember Regan said that he would tentatively like to attend. 
 
 
 
CITIZENS COMMUNICATIONS 
Marc Boldt, Chair of the Clark County Board of Commissioners  
Commissioner Boldt said that he would like to acknowledge the wrapping up of the growth plan.  
He said that City staff has been a tremendous [help] in the process, as have other cities.  He 
added that, on November 28th there would be a public hearing on the growth plan, in front of the 
Planning Commission and the Board of County Commissioners. On November 29th, the hearing 
would be for Cities and jurisdictions. 
 
Commissioner Boldt said that their budget has come out, and there is a sales tax increase.  He 
explained that there is two-tenths of one percent for law enforcement that will add 16 sheriffs 
and the sheriffs would hopefully be able to back up police in Battle Ground.  He said that one-
tenth of one percent will go to handle the methamphetamine problem and towards mental 
health.  He said that this will affect the CityÕs taxes and reiterated that the money will go to help 
treat methamphetamine addictions and mental illness problems.  He said that the other half of 
money will go towards incarceration.  Commissioner Boldt said that exact information on how 
the Òmeth taxÓ funds will be dispersed would be discussed by a task force.  He said that two City 
representatives are welcome to attend the task force meetings.  
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Rick Lewis, 118 SE Fairgrounds Avenue, Battle Ground, WA  
Mr. Lewis said that he would like to talk about item #6 on agenda regarding increasing water 
and drainage fees. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that he could address the matter at the time the agenda item is discussed.  
 
Mr. Lewis noted that he is proud the Council says the pledge of allegiance and uses the word 
ÒGodÓ.  He added that he would like the note that is included on the water bill to say ÒChristmasÓ 
tree instead of ÒholidayÓ tree.

Moved by Counci lmember Reinhold and seconded to approve the consent agenda as 
presented.  Motion car ried. 
 
School Distr ict Capital Faci liti es Plan Update:  Presentati on 
Community Development Director Brian Carrico said that, on an annual basis, the Battle Ground 
School District adopts a revised capital facilities plan.  This plan is adopted by reference in our 
Comprehensive Plan and is used as a necessary component for school impact fees and for 
overall planning in our Comprehensive Plan.  During the August 7, 2006 City Council meeting 
Council identified several questions for the school district and staff regarding the update. 
 
On September 27, 2006, the City of Battle Ground Planning Commission conducted a public 
hearing on the proposed adoption of the updated Capital Facility Plan.  The Planning 
Commission voted to recommend that the City Council adopt the plan as drafted.  In addition, 
they voted to recommend that the City Council not adopt the impact fees as proposed, but 
instead adopt a 20% increase to the fee to $3,600 and $1,200. 
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Mr. Carrico said that the school district is here tonight to explain their justification for the 
increased impact fees.  He said that the existing and requested impact fees are:

Mr. Carrico said that the Board of Clark County Commissioners has been presented with the 
updated Capital Facilities Plan and impact fee request. 
 
He said that this agenda item is a presentation only, and that school district representatives are 
here tonight to provide a presentation on the plans at the meeting.  Mr. Carrico stated that no 
action is requested except to provide direction to staff.  He added that a hearing is planned 
before any action is formally taken by the Council. 
 
Battle Ground Assistant Superintendent Diana Gillsinger introduced Marnie Allen, Kevin Jolma 
and Laurie Sundby from the Battle Ground School District.

Interim City Manager Dennis Osborn asked what direction the Council would like staff to pursue. 
 
Councilmember Ciraulo said that he would like to accept proposal. 
 
Councilmember Reinhold stated that he is ÒuncomfortableÓ with the numbers. 
 
Councilmember Walters said she felt the amount is too high. 
 
Mayor Idsinga explained that he was at the school district about 2 weeks ago.  He said that he 
reviewed their budget and said that they have been under-funded for many years.  He 
commented that he supports the impact fee proposed.  Mayor Idsinga also said that the school 
district should go to every jurisdiction on an annual basis. 
 
Councilmember Walters noted that she felt this was not a City issue, but a state and federal 
issue. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said he would like this item to appear on the Study Session agenda. 
  
Mr. Osborn said that the item would appear as a supplemental item, as the packet is already 
out. 
 
 
 
Sewer  Capaci ty Over lay Distr ict :  Public Hearing 
Community Development Director Brian Carrico said that as part of the recently approved 
Eastside Annexation, the City Council directed staff to prepare for implementation of an overlay 
district that would be applied to the newly annexed property and address the sewer capacity 
issues posed by expanded City limits.  The proposed zoning regulation and area of application 
were presented to the Planning Commission at a public hearing on September 27th.  The 
purpose of this agenda item is to take public testimony on the adoption of a new chapter and the 
application of the overlay district to certain properties in the Eastside Annexation district.  This is 
the second of two required public hearings.

She added 
that she thinks that proposed construction would fall within timelines and that the sewer capacity 
overlay is not necessary.

Mayor Idsinga asked if an amendment is needed so that this Ordinance could come back before 
the Council for review in 6 months. 
 
Interim City Manager Dennis Osborn said that the Council could direct staff to this Ordinance 
and agreement back before the Council in 6 months. 
 
It was the consensus of the City Counci l to bring back Ordinance #06 Ð 020 and the 
associated agreement back before the Counci l  in 6 months for review. 
 
Moved by Counci lmember Ciraulo and seconded to approve Ordinance #06 - 020 as 
presented. Call for the vote:  Ayes, Counci lmembers Ciraulo, Reinhold, Regan, Deputy 
Mayor Barnes and Mayor Idsi nga.  Nays,  Ganley and Walters.  Motion car ried. 
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Resoluti on #06 Ð 14, a Resolution Setting the City of Battl e Ground Combined Sewer 
System Devel opment Charge:  Consi derati on 
Finance and Information Services Director David Reeves said that this is the update of the 
update to the System Development Charge (SDC).  He said that the basis on which the fee is 
calculated has changed because of Phase 3.  Phase 4 is under construction and in order to 
meet obligations the regional charge needs to be increased.  He reviewed the associated 
interest costs. 
 
Moved by Counci lmember Reinhold and seconded to approve Resoluti on #06 Ð 14.  
Moti on carried. 
 
 
 
Resoluti on #06 Ð 15, a Resolution Adopti ng the City of Battle Ground Fee Schedule in 
conjuncti on wi th the 2007 Budget, Incl uding Changes for Water , Drainage, Dog Licensi ng 
and Related Charges  
Finance and Information Services Director David Reeves explained that each year, in 
conjunction with the budget process, the fees and charges are reviewed.  After discussion at the 
last council meeting, the Resolution #06 Ð 15 has been prepared for Council consideration. 
 
Moved by Counci lmember Ciraulo and seconded to approve Resoluti on #06 Ð 15.  Motion 
car ried. 
 
 
2007 Preliminary Budget, Final Hearing / Funding Requests:  Public Hearing 
Mayor Idsinga said that this is a public hearing on the 2007 Budget. 
  
Finance and Information Services Director David Reeves said that anyone in the public can 
speak, and that any changes after this hearing will appear later.  He then noted the changes to 
the budget as presented in the yellow handout (attached).  Mr. Reeves said that this will 
probably come back with changes and noted that he is still comfortable with the presented 
projections.  He said that Council is asked to listen tonight to anyone that would like to speak 
regarding this topic. 
 
He noted that the boom has been taken out and a new street sweeper has been added. 
 
There was discussion on the funding of Community Education. 
 
 
Mayor Idsi nga opened the public hearing on 2007 Prelimi nary Budget, Final Hearing / 
Funding Requests. 
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Elaine Hertz, 17 NE 3rd Avenue, Battle Ground, WA 
North County Community Food Bank Coordinator 
 
Mayor John Idsi nga and Counci lmember Ciraulo excused themselves fr om this porti on of 
the meeti ng, as they are both on the Board of Directors for the Food Bank. 
 
Ms. Hertz thanked the Council for their past support as the Food Bank is a community non-
profit, and without CouncilÕs support they could not provide services.   
 
She said that she has provided informative graphs for the Council, but they are last yearÕs 
statistics.  She said that during the 3rd quarter in 2006 the Food Bank has averaged 310 
households a month with food boxes.  She added that the 3rd quarter contains the food bankÕs 
slowest months.  She said that there are 11,000 visits to lobby every month.  Ms. Hertz said that 
these visits are for foods that are perishable.  Ms. Hertz reported 1,200 volunteer hours for the 
3rd Quarter and added that it is because of volunteers that the program can keep going. 
 
Ms. Hertz said that the food bank received a grant for a walk-in refrigerator and freezer and has 
since been able to participate in the Fresh Alliance program.  She said that the Fresh Alliance 
program allows the Food Bank to pick-up items from local stores that they can pass out to 
citizens, as these foods provide good protein and dairy.  She added that this has also caused 
their electrical bill to double.   
 
Ms. Hertz said that she hoped for the CouncilÕs continued support. 
 
Councilmember Reinhold noted that he volunteers for the Food Bank. 
 
Mayor Idsi nga and Counci lmember Ciraulo returned to the meeti ng. 
 
Terese Capps, 18310 NE 198th Ave Brush Prairie, WA 
President of Highlands Little League 
Ms. Capps presented the Highlands Little LeagueÕs budget (attached).  She explained the costs 
associated with operating in the City and added that the program brings people to the City of 
Battle Ground.  She said that they are requesting $1,302. 
 
Mr. Reeves said that the Battle Ground Little League is not in attendance as they are having a 
meeting right now. 
 
Counci lmember Ciraulo excused himsel f fr om the meeti ng as he is part of the Loaves 
and Fishes program. 
 
Mike Ciraulo, 400 NE 17th Avenue, Battle Ground, WA 
Mr. Ciraulo stated that he is representing Clark County for Loaves and Fishes, as he is 
President of the steering committee for Loaves and Fishes.  He explained that the program in 
Battle Ground is dedicated to serving homebound seniors and providing service to the Senior 
Center.  He said that it is their desire is to continue service in Battle Ground and to expand to 
meet demands. 
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There was discussion about animals getting food that is intended for seniors.

Community Development Director Brian Carrico said that he attended the industrial lands 
discussion with Clark County regarding the no net-loss policy.  He said that the County would be 
meeting with all jurisdictions on the policy as they are considering starting the policy next year.  
He said that this has to be approved by all jurisdictions, and this is just a Òheads upÓ. 
 
Mr. Carrico said that he met with Old Town Battle Ground Association President Dan Mueller to 
talk about the things that could be done without a budget line item for Central Main planning.  
He said that they are going through the action plan and identifying strengths and weaknesses in 
the plan.  He said that if the City Council is comfortable with this, the City would set forth a work 
program for this in January.  He said that existing staff would work on this project, with the Old 
Town Battle Ground Association group driving the effort. 
 
It was the consensus of the Counci l for staff to conti nue to work wi th the Old Town Battle 
Ground Associati on to conti nue their eff orts with Central Main planning. 
 
Public Works Director / City Engineer Sam Adams said that, on December 4, the Memorandum 
of Understanding for next yearÕs expenditures for Salmon Creek expenditures would be coming 
before the Council.  
 
Mr. Adams gave an update on Habitat Bank at the Remy property. 
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Mr. Adams gave an update on the light pole repair on Main Street by Bank of America. He noted 
that 5 poles that were being stored at the Remy site were vandalized.  
 
Mr. Adams said that, as part of Fairgrounds Phase II, staff had user group discussions with 
interested groups and he would propose putting Council through the same process so that 
feedback can be given.  He said that this process would take about an hour and that staff will 
work with Council to schedule this meeting. 
 
Chief of Police Jim McDaniel said that he is very pleased to announce that Police Lieutenant 
Roy Butler has been asked to attend 2007 FBI Academy.  He said that he is the first Battle 
Ground police officer to attend national academy and he will be gone June Ð September 2007.   
 
Interim City Manager Dennis Osborn said that staff would be interviewing 5 candidates for the 
position of Interim Deputy City Manager on November 29, 2006.  He added that he had a good 
response for the position and that he is pleased with the candidates. 
 
Mr. Osborn asked the Council if they would like new, professional photos taken.  He said that 
the photographer would be here December 4, 2006 and Customer Service Clerk Alisha Smith 
would set appointments.  
 
Mr. Osborn said that the flagpoles on 503 should be arriving Tuesday, and the Battle Ground 
flag will come later since the company is making it by hand.
