Moved by Deputy Mayor Barnes and seconded to excuse Counci lmember Walters fr om 
this eveningÕs meeti ng as she is ill.  Moti on car ried, wi th Counci lmember Reinhold 
opposi ng. 
 
 
COUNCIL SENTIMENTS 
 
Councilmember Reinhold apologized to the Council for not changing before the meeting as he 
helped to collect food from the Battle Ground Community Walk and Knock prior to the meeting.  
He said that he attended the Christmas Tree Lighting and stated that it was nice and had the 
largest turnout he had ever seen.  He said that he went to the Clark County Land Use meeting 
and said it was really interesting and there were very good comments. 
 
Deputy Mayor Barnes said the Christmas Tree Lighting was phenomenal and there was a large 
crowd. She noted that next year all the engines would need to be moved so everyone could fit in 
the bays.  She thanked the Fire Department for their help. She added that City staff, Battle 
Ground High School, the Chamber of Commerce and Denton Harlon was there and sang.  She 
thanked the North County Community Food Bank for serving hot chocolate.  She said that next 
year the City needs to plan for a huge crowd.  She thanked all who attended. 
 
Ms. Barnes added that she attended the ribbon cutting for Steve Dail’s Edward Jones.  She said 
that the Chamber of Commerce was there and it was the largest ribbon cutting that she has 
been to, as far as amounts of people in attendance.  She said that the GMA meeting went well 
for Battle Ground and that she was proud of Community Development Director Brian Carrico’s 
representation at the meetings. 
 
Councilmember Ganley stated that he was amazed by the number of people in attendance at 
the Tree Lighting. He commented that he thought it was a real positive for the community.  He 
added that he thought that a new Christmas tree could be a real benefit for the community.  He 
then asked Mayor Idsinga to affirm C-TRAN on December 18th meeting. 
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MAYORÕS REPORT 
 
Mayor Idsinga thanked Councilmember Ganley for his help in obtaining a $1.2 million grant from 
the Transportation Improvement Board. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that, at Mr. Battle Ground 2006, which is coordinated by ASB leadership, he 
served as a judge.  He said that he thought the contestants were very talented and he was very 
impressed.  He encouraged people to attend next year.  He thanked student Jessica Taylor for 
being an MC. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that the North County Community Food Bank basket program is beginning 
and he delivered boxes to all the schools.  He added that he hoped to have a great turnout for 
food collection.  He said that the food will be distributed on December 23rd.  He invited all to 
volunteer at Fairgrounds Building to help with the distribution.   
 
Community Development Director Brian Carrico introduced Marit Ernst as the City’s newest 
Associate Civil Engineer in the Community Development Department. 
 
The City Council welcomed Ms. Ernst to the City of Battle Ground. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that he had an interview with Jessica Taylor, a potential Youth Parks 
Advisory Board member. 
 
Moved by Counci lmember Ganley and seconded to appoint Jessi ca Taylor to the Parks 
Advisory Board Youth Representati ve posi ti on. 
 
Mayor Idsinga recognized Cub Scout Pack 443 for their commitment to making the City a better 
place through cleaning of City parks. 
 
Mayor Idsinga presented Cub Scout Pack 443 with a plaque for their efforts. 
 
The City Council thanked the Cub Scouts. 
 
 
CITIZENS COMMUNICATIONS 
Dr. Shonny Bria, Battle Ground School District 
Dr. Bria said that the district would be presenting a levy on February 6th and it was her hope that 
by sharing the info throughout the community that the levy will pass.  She explained the 
necessity of the levy based on the four new schools that are opening, unfunded mandates, and 
desperately need levy to progress to continue process in school. 
 
Kelly Keister Ð OÕBrien, Battle Ground School District 
Ms. Keister – O’Brien said that the District would like to work in a partnership with the City and 
that one thing that helps is relationships with staff.  She explained that she would like to provide 
basic info for City on the District. 
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She then explained the levy distribution.  She said that having a local levy is an expectation and 
that the District’s levy expires this month.  She further explained that the new levy in February 
will contain funding for student learning, student health and safety and new schools.  She 
detailed what the levy funds would be utilized for and reviewed the OSPI standards.  She 
encouraged the City to send people their way if citizens had inquiries about the District and 
added that the District can provide information that the Council can pass along.   
 
Ms. Bria noted that there are three School Board members here tonight, Sam Kim, Fred Striker 
and Richard Kent. 
 
Richard Kent, Battle Ground School District 
Mr. Kent distributed information on the levy (attached).  He said that if anyone needed more 
information to let him know.  He thanked the Council for their assistance.  
 
Sam Kim, Battle Ground School District 
Mr. Kim encouraged everyone to look at all the accomplishments that our local kids have made.  
He stated that the District’s kids have some of the highest test scores in the State of 
Washington and yet the area has some of the lowest spending.  He said that he is not sure how 
long this can last.  Mr. Kim said that, as long as we look at the competitive nature of how the 
world is changing, we will fall behind, and we are in real danger of doing that.  He said that it is a 
fairly modest levy, comparative to everything else.  He then asked if we can’t support our kids, 
what can we support. 
 
Mayor Idsinga welcomed Heidi Kramer to tonight’s meeting and congratulated her on her 
marriage. 
 
Dick Rylander, 11416 NE 177th Circle, Battle Ground, WA 98604 
Mr. Rylander said that this evening he has come before Council to present questions, and he 
will give the questions to the Clerk when he is done.  He said that he is concerned that there 
may be actions and interpretations.  He said that the intent and spirit [of the questions] are 
raised so that the public is assured that all steps are completed.  He said that he will submit the 
questions and hope that they are responded to. 
 
Mr. Rylander said that he moved back into the community a year ago and has been listening 
and commenting to the Council.  He thanked the Council for their efforts in doing the right thing 
for the community.  He noted that staff has been great with helping him. 
 
John Tubbs, Battle Ground Little League 
Mr. Tubbs said that he wanted to come before the Council because it is budget time and he 
wanted to thank them for their support in the past.  He said that he had sent his budget to Mr. 
Reeves.  He said that they are requesting $1300 this year and explained how this would help to 
fund participation in tournaments.  He added that he is looking forward to working with the City 
on the new sports complex. 
 
Tim Hopper, 401 SE 5 Circle, Battle Ground, WA 98604 
Mr. Hopper said that he recently walked into Al and Ernie’s and noticed that they are selling 
paraphernalia and he was surprised that it was in direct line of sight. 
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Mayor Idsinga said that Chief of Police Jim McDaniel would be in touch and added that he 
should give his information to Executive Liaison Adrienne DeDona. 
 
With no further comments,  Mayor Idsinga cl osed the Citi zens Communications portion of 
the meeti ng.

Moved by Counci lmember Ciraulo and seconded to approve the consent agenda as 
presented.  Motion car ried. 
 
 
Annexati on Update:  Presentati on 
Community Development Director Brian Carrico said that this item was covered at the last 
meeting, however, due to time constraints staff did not have enough time to go through the 
annexations in detail.  He said that the one thing he wanted to discuss is the potential annexations 
that could have significant impacts if they all were to come to fruition. 
 
Mr. Carrico briefly reviewed the PowerPoint as presented in the Council packet entitled, “City of 
Battle Ground Annexation Status”. 
 
Mr. Carrico asked the Council for direction on the South 503 Development Agreement. 
 
Interim City Manager Dennis Osborn said that the development agreement is, of course, Council’s 
decision.   He reviewed the outcomes of having an agreement versus not having an agreement. 
 
It was the consensus of the Counci l to have staff research more on a development 
agreement wi th regards to the South 503 subject area and then return wi th the informati on 
for the Counci l. 
 
Mr. Carrico said that he would keep the Council informed. 
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Mr. Carrico gave updates on: 
• Tukes Mountain 
• North Salmon Creek  
• Cedars North Airpark 
• Developers Agreement. 
 
Mr. Carrico stated that the Cedars North Airpark would be coming before the Council at a future 
meeting. He asked if there were anything that the Council would like information on regarding this 
annexation before the upcoming meeting. 
 
There was discussion about potentially combining annexations. 
 
There was discussion about properties that are included in more than one annexation. 
 
Mr. Carrico noted that the 142nd Avenue Annexation has properties shared within another 
annexation. 
 
Mr. Carrico reiterated that all of these annexations could have a large impact on the City. 
 
Councilmember Reinhold suggested that all parties come together to figure out a plan.  
 
There was discussion on the changing of boundaries. 
 
It was the consensus of the Counci l to try to bring annexations together that have common 
lands. 
 
Mr. Carrico said that the Westside Annexation is not currently in the urban growth boundary area 
and he noted that a creek goes through it and the developer would like to have some residential in 
the area, not just commercial. He asked the Council if they would consider looking at a zoning 
change for this annexation. 
 
There was discussion about the zoning for the annexation. 
 
Mayor Idsinga stated that, at this point, he considered this a presentation and was not ready to 
make a decision. 
 
 
 
Ordinance No. 06 Ð 021 Adopti ng the 2007 Budget:  Consi derati on 
City Clerk Claire Lider read Ordinance Number 06 – 021 by title. 
 
Finance and Information Services Director David Reeves said that this is not the first time that this 
item has been before the Council.  He further explained that tonight is opportunity for final 
adjustments to the budget.  He distributed “buff” colored pages that he said were updated pages 
for the budget and noted that they recognize Transportation Improvement Board money and 
funding our portion of the match.   
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There was discussion about funding for the Battle Ground Little League. 
 
Councilmember Ganley said that he would like to look into funding the $10,000 parks 
improvement request that the Parks Advisory Board recommended to the Council and that the 
Council voted on and had unanimously passed.  He explained how he thought that the money 
could be transferred from the Service Stabilization fund to the General Fund. 
 
There was discussion on the transfer for funding. 
 
Moved by Counci lmember Ganley and seconded to tr ansfer  $10,000 fr om the Servi ce 
Stabilizati on Fund, which would reduce the fund fr om $40,000 to $30,000, to the General 
Fund for the parks improvements as recommended by the Parks Advisory Board.  All in 
favor, wi th Mayor Idsi nga, Deputy Mayor Barnes and Counci lmember Ciraulo opposing. 
Moti on failed. 
 
Moved by Counci lmember Ciraulo and seconded to approve Ordinance #06 Ð 021 as 
presented. Call for the vote:  Ayes, Counci lmembers Ciraulo, Ganley, Reinhold, Regan 
Deputy Mayor Barnes and Mayor Idsi nga.  Nays, none.  Moti on car ried. 
 
Mayor Idsinga congratulated the Council on the adoption of the 2007 budget. 
 
 
 
Draft 2007 State Legislati ve Agenda:  Presentation 
Interim City Manager Dennis Osborn introduced Mr. Mark O. Brown as the City’s State Lobbyist 
and Executive Liaison Adrienne DeDona who would be presenting the draft 2007 State Legislative 
Agenda. 
 
Mr. Brown gave an overview of what he anticipated to be an overall depiction of the 2007 
Legislature.  
 
Mr. Brown presented the PowerPoint entitled, “Draft 2007 State Legislative Agenda”:  

• Fiscal Priorities 
o Oppose any legislation that imposes any unfounded mandates resulting in loss of 

local revenue. 
o Seek assistance in the acquisition or transfer of the Tukes Mountain Land to the 

City. 
o Support to increase total state funding for various WWR grant programs. 
o Continue to support efforts to bring Washington into full compliance with the 

national Sales tax Streamlining initiative. 
o Support AWC’s cost containment efforts for LEOFF 1 Medical, Long term Care 

Costs and Offender Medical Costs. 
o Support enactment of legislation limiting tort exposure. 

• Economic Development 
o Support legislation providing Tax Increment Financing authority to local 

governments. 
o Expand Local Infrastructure Finance Tool (LIFT). 
o Support continuation of the newly created Job development Fund (JDF). 
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o Support the Governor’s “The Next Washington Initiative”. 
• Transportation 

o Preservation of the 2003/2005 Nickel and Partnership Package projects, including 
possibly providing future funding to cover the anticipated shortfall for the SR 502 
widening. 

o Support new funding options for local governments, including enacting new local 
transportation funding options and further enhancement to the Transportation 
Benefit District statute. 

o Support the 2007 Policy Statement Roundtable: 
 Columbia River Crossing 
 Freight Access 
 Columbia river Channel Deepening 
 Private – Public Partnership Act 
 Local Option transportation Funding 

• Public Safety 
o Seek support for the Battle Ground Fire Station expansion and remodel. 
o Support the Association of Fire Chiefs to secure dedicated funding for regional 

HAZMAT teams. 
o Support efforts by the Washington Association of Sheriffs and Police Chief to 

secure funding for enhanced crime victims notification complete statewide school 
mapping system and initiatives to asset in the fight against automobile thefts. 

• Environment, Land Use and Annexation 
o Support legislation that will authorize cities to enter into a MOU that would provide 

for a new and enhanced framework for annexations within GMA Counties. 
o Also seek legislative support for means to generate revenue to assist with post-

annexation costs. 
• Parks and Recreation 

o Support stable, non-growth dependent sources of Parks revenue for capital as well 
as operation and maintenance, including flexibility in existing resources. 

• Miscellaneous 
o Support funding of key state grant and loan programs that benefit local jurisdictions 

and encourage supplemental appropriations. 
o Oppose legislation that preempts local authority over policy or operational 

prerogatives that have historically been vested with local government. 
o Support the Fort Vancouver Regional Library’s efforts to seek capital funding to 

complete construction of the Battle Ground Library Branch. 
 
Mr. Osborn asked for any feedback that the Council might have. 
 
Mayor Idsinga thanked Mr. Brown for his efforts.

Public Works Director / City Engineer Sam Adams gave updates on: 
• NPDES program 
• WCIA: 

• Sewer Lateral Resolution 
• Sewer Replacement Program 

 
Mr. Adams noted that the November sewer flows came down dramatically and that the City 
would not get charged for any lease capacity. 
 
Community Development Director Brian Carrico gave an update on the GMA meeting that he 
attended with Interim City Manager Dennis Osborn and Deputy Mayor Barnes. 
 
Mr. Osborn said that Council would be having their photographs professionally taken on 
December 18, 2006 beginning at 5 p.m. 
 
Mr. Osborn gave an update on the Quality School Task Force meeting that he attended in 
Olympia. 
 
Moved by Counci lmember Reinhold and seconded to adjourn into Executi ve Sessi on for 
10 Ð minutes wi th potential action to follow.  Moti on carried.
