COUNCIL SENTIMENTS

Councilmember Ciraulo said that he wanted to bring up an issue publicly. He explained that
Highway 503, from 219th to 244th, narrows down to one lane and he would like to get this issue
on a future plan in order to widen the lanes. He said that he would like this matter to get passed
along to the Regional Transportation Council (RTC). Councilmember Ciraulo added that he
thought that this would help to alleviate congestion.

Councilmember Ganley said that he could bring this up to the RTC, if the Council were to
approve it. He noted that he could also look into this issue with Dean Lookingbill, of RTC.

Councilmember Ganley said that he would bring this idea up during board comments. He
added that he does not think the project is on any list.

City Manager Dennis Osborn noted it would take RTC support in order to obtain federal funding.

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Parks Foundation Annual Report: Presentation

Phyllis Goldhammer, Executive Director for the Parks Foundation, said that she was here
tonight to give an update on the Memorandum of Understanding that the City of Battle Ground
entered into with the Parks Foundation, last March. She apologized for not attending the last
City Council meeting, as she was ill.

Ms. Goldhammer said that the Parks Foundation participated in Harvest Days and added that
they shared a table with the Parks Advisory Board at National Night Out to promote awareness
about the Foundation.

She congratulated the City on the Skate Park coming to fruition. Ms. Goldhammer then gave
out a draft of the Parks Foundation brochure (attached). She said that if anyone had comments
on the brochure, to let Interim Public Works Director Rob Charles know.

Ms. Goldhammer said that there is a tree that has been purchased for a cancer survivor. She
said that this item would be coming through the Parks Advisory Board and then to the City
Council for approval. She urged the City Council for their support.

She then asked the Council to promote the Dozer Day event. She explained that this is an
event that takes place throughout Clark County in an effort to raise money for the foundation.

Ms. Goldhammer said that the Parks Foundation also attends the Chamber of Commerce
Meetings. She then gave flyers to the Council to take to their businesses to promote parks
(attached).

She said that Walk a Mile, Build a TrailOis a program sponsored by the Parks Foundation that
will help the community build trails and become healthier. She noted that she has been working
with City Clerk Claire Lider on the possibility of bringing this program to the City of Battle
Ground. She said that the idea is to walk and raise about ten cents a minute. She said that she
thought this could be done at National Night Out.

She said that another fundraising event that the Parks Foundation puts on is the Annual Golf
Tournament. She said that she would give this information to Ms. Lider to pass along to the
Council.

Ms. Goldhammer said that the Parks Foundation holds an annual report meeting, where the
Foundation reviews all that they have done. She said that Councilmember Ciraulo attended last
year, and she hoped he and others would attend again.

Councilmember Ganley noted that he would like to see a sample plaque that would be placed
on the memorial markers.

Ms. Goldhammer said that she is working on this, because the material for the plaque depends
on the trees and it has to be vandalism proof.

There was discussion on replacement of trees and benches.
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Councilmember Ganley said he would like the memorial marker information on the CityOs
website.
Ms. Goldhammer noted that all contributions to the Foundation are reported to the City.

Ms. Goldhammer said she is retiring on June 30, and Cheri Cole, her replacement, would be
introducing herself at a future meeting.

The City Council thanked Ms. Goldhammer.

Rasmussen Boulevard Proposed Construction Agreement: Consideration
Mayor Idsinga pulled this item from this evening@ meeting.

Ordinance No. 07 010, An Ordinance Regarding the Annexation of Unincorporated
Territory to the City of Battle Ground, Washington, and Fixing its Zone for Land Use:
Motion

City Clerk Claire Lider read Ordinance No. 07 010 by title.

Community Development Director Brian Carrico said that this is the final step in the process of
adopting an annexation. He reminded the Council of the process that had taken place to get to
this point in the process. Mr. Carrico said that since the Council has seen this on many
occasions before that he would only point out new information that is being presented tonight.

Mr. Carrico said that approximately 75 acres of the annexation is located within the CityOs
service area. Of this, approximately 40 acres are non-residential in nature and 35 are proposed
for residential zoning. He added that, unlike the Northgate Annexation, the areas within the
annexation and City sewer service boundary are not easily served by extension of the sewer
system.

Mr. Carrico then reviewed the Latecomer Agreement associated with the annexation. He said
that, in January of 2001, the Board of County Commissioners adopted a Latecomer Agreement
for certain road improvements associated with the Hendrickson Short Plat at 189" Street and
SR 503. This agreement obligates the County to collect additional fees at the time of
development of certain properties that benefit from the improvements constructed by the
Hendrickson Short Plat. Under County code, the Latecomers Agreement remains in affect upon
annexation. Therefore, the City would take over the obligation of collecting the additional fees
at the time of development. He noted this agreement is included in the City Council packet.

He said that there are a number of projects in various levels of construction in the annexation
area including projects where new homes are being constructed. There are building permits at
various levels of construction including permits that may be applied for, but not yet issued by the
County. These permits will be completed by the County. Any permits applied for after the
passage of the ordinance will be directed to the City.
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Mr. Carrico said that Phase Il of Cascade Meadows Development has one phase of
development left to record. If a complete application is made prior to the effective date of
annexation, the review, approval and recording will remain with Clark County.

Mr. Carrico said that the Council has several options. He said that the Council could reject the
ordinance, or take no action. He said that this would cause the annexation process to end and
the subject property would remain in unincorporated Clark County.

He said Council could adopt the ordinance and the property would become part of the City in 30
days. Mr. Carrico added that the Council could modify the boundaries of the annexation. He
said that Council could reduce the boundaries but may not increase them. He said that any
changes would need to be reflected in a revised legal description prior to ordinance adoption.

Moved by Councilmember Ganley and seconded by Councilmember Reinhold to approve
Ordinance #07 ©010 as presented. Call for the vote: Ayes, Councilmembers Ganley,
Walters, Reinhold, Regan, Ciraulo, Deputy Mayor Hall and Mayor Idsinga. Nays, none.
Motion carried.

Councilmember Ganley asked if this ordinance would include dumpsters.

City Manager Dennis Osborn explained that that is language that would be incorporated in the
next ordinance for adoption.

Councilmember Reinhold said that when a tree went through his house it took a week for clean-
up.

Mr. Osborn said that if it is appropriate, the Council could add that in the event of an @t of
natureQthe person could get permitted for up to a week.

There was discussion on remodeling a house.
Mayor ldsinga said that he was comfortable with allowing the permit for a week.
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Councilmember Walters suggested that this should be addressed through the permit process.
Deputy Mayor Hall asked staff to check on extra fees and prices to pick up the dumpsters.

Mr. Charles said that staff would report back.

Old Town Battle Ground Merchant Association Sign Toppers: Consideration
Community Development Director Brian Carrico said that the Old Town Battle Ground
Association approached staff with the idea of sign toppers, which would add additional
identifiers of their area. He noted a picture of the sign toppers was included in the Council
packet. He said that tonight is for the Council to look at the design and how to proceed. Mr.
Carrico said that the Old Town Battle Ground Association purposes that they would purchase
the signs and hardware and they would like Public Works to install them in 19 locations as
identified in the packet.

Councilmember Walters noted that these toppers were nice to see.

Councilmember Ganley said that he thought it was a great idea and noted that the sign should
have the City logo on it, so they know it is City approved. He thought it would also be good to
have signage on 503, directing people to Old Town. He noted the logo may not be easily
incorporated, so he will not make an issue about it.

There was discussion about what would happen if the Old Town Battle Ground Merchant
Association were to disband.

Councilmember Ciraulo stated that he thought the Old Town Battle Ground Merchant
Assaociation is alive and vibrant and he encouraged others to attend meetings.

Moved by Councilmember Ciraulo and seconded by Councilmember Walters to approve
the sign design and locations as presented in the City Council packet. Motion carried.

Mayor ldsinga said that the next step in the process is to hold a Public Hearing on the Central
Main District Plan on May 21.

Skate Board Park Rules / Code of Conduct: Motion
City Clerk Claire Lider read Ordinance No. 07 011 by title.

Interim Public Works Director Rob Charles reviewed the skate park rules with the Council as
identified in the City Council packet.

Councilmember Walters noted that she does not see anything in the ordinance that does not allow
alcohol or smoking.

City Manager Dennis Osborn explained that this was because the language is already in place.
Deputy Mayor Hall noted in the ordinance says that bikes are not allowed at all, and believed that
it needed to be corrected. She then asked if the areas the bikes are allowed would be included
on the sign, since people would not read the ordinance.

Mr. Osborn said it would be detailed on the sign.

There was discussion about music in the park.

Mayor ldsinga noted that music is always something we can address if it becomes an issue.

Councilmember Reinhold suggested revisiting the rules in July. He said that he would like to
review these rules on an annual basis.

Mayor ldsinga said that this is something that could be done at a study session.
Mr. Osborn explained the difference between the ordinance and the rules.

City Attorney Brian Wolfe further noted that the music in the ordinance is a footnote, and said it
should be moved to the body of the ordinance.

Moved by Councilmember Ciraulo and seconded by Deputy Mayor Hall to approve
Ordinance #07 B011 as presented.
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Councilmember Walters said that she is excited for the park to open. She said that kids are really
excited about it.

Councilmember Ganley said that he would have a request after the vote.

Call for the vote: Ayes, Councilmembers Ganley, Walters, Reinhold, Regan, Ciraulo,
Deputy Mayor Hall and Mayor Idsinga. Nays, none. Motion carried.

Councilmember Ganley explained that, at Battle Ground High School, they have a school
television station called BGTVO. He said that he would like them be able to film the skate park,
and asked the Council if it would be alright to have staff set up a time with BGTV to tape a
broadcast in the skate park for the grand opening. He noted that there is a good skater in the
class.

It was the consensus of the Council to allow staff set up atime with BGTV to tape a
broadcast in the skate park for the grand opening.

Sewer Capacity, Pre-Annexation Agreement: Presentation

Community Development Director Brian Carrico said that the Council had asked staff to look into
the CityOsewer capacity. He explained that staff looked back at the CityOdlow history and
growth and tried to derive options. He further explained that, in 2006, a total of 214 equivalent
residential units (ERUs) were granted connections. In 2007, an additional 19 ERUs were granted
connections and there are 255 available vacant lots. He said that there are about 1100 lots at
some level of approval and briefly summarized his memo presented to the Council in the City
Council packet.

Mr. Carrico said that, with regards to Phase IV, improvements at the treatment plant have been
issued and construction is starting. He added that flows averaged 1.65 mgd for 2006, and the
Salmon Creek plant discharge capacity was exceeded two days during 2006. He added that the
existing flow rates do not include many of the approved projects where connections have been
sold but the projects are not yet generating flows. He said that the Mill Creek Apartments are an
example of this and because of these factors; staff would not recommend lifting restrictions
without doing something else.

Mr. Carrico said that the current lease expires February 2009 and Phase |V is not expected to be
completed until June 2009. He explained that the gap between the two dates where the City
could be exposed. He said that if rainfall and development remain consistent the City could go
over its allocation at the plant. Mr. Carrico said that the City could utilize excess capacity if it is
available.
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Mr. Carrico noted that attached to the CouncilOsnemo is a letter that City Manager Dennis
Osborn could send to the Clark County Regional Waste Water District regarding the CityOdease
capacity agreement. He added that what the additional development could attribute to is the
flows, he said that in running basic numbers it would be $300 - $350 to cover surcharge costs if
they were to occur. He said that Mr. OsbornOdetter would request a revision of the lease
agreement. The agreement would allow the City to use additional capacity. However, the lease
agreement would require payment to the District for the use of the capacity and the City has not
established a method to recover these surcharges. A possible solution is to charge those using
the excess capacity (newly annexed areas) a surcharge on the connection fee.

Mr. Carrico said that he has had discussion with the Northgate Annexation and thought that they
would take advantage of that type of situation. He said that staff is looking for direction on the
lease agreement, as to whether or not staff should move forward with the lease extension.

Mr. Osborn noted that June 2009 is a worse case scenario, and the extension would be in an
effort to cover the situation if it were to arise. He noted that General Manager Bob Bandarra was
here from the Clark Regional Waste Water District if the Council had any questions of him. Mr.
Osborn said that Mr. Bandarra had indicated that this item would go before his board sometime
this week. He commented that the $300 to $350 figures are very preliminary, but he is
comfortable with the numbers.

Deputy Mayor Hall said that she appreciated all the work that staff has done. She said that when
the discharge capacity was exceeded for 2 days she had assumed that this was due to growth,
but perhaps there would be more instances of discharge capacity. She asked what the impact of
this would be.

Bob Bandarra, General Manager of Clark Regional Waste Water District, 8000 NE 52 Court,
Vancouver, WA 98665

Mr. Bandarra said that to answer question Deputy Mayor HallOsjuestion, if there were instances
of discharge capacities, we would be out of compliance. There would then be a hearing and
ecology would give them an opportunity to speak to this. He further explained that they have
been on notice and they are moving forward. He said that they completed the last issuance of the
pipeline phase and they are doing their best to make their schedule. Mr. Bandarra then
acknowledged that Commissioner Kimsey is also here tonight.

There was discussion about the impacts of large developments on the sewer.

Councilmember Ganley said that he would like to move on this item as soon as possible. He then
asked how long it would take before this can be in place.

City Manager Dennis Osborn said that it depends when the City would hear from the Clark
Regional Waste Water District as to whether the agreement is accepted. He said that he would
guess June.

Councilmember Reinhold thanked Mr. Bandarra and Commissioner Kimsey for being very
agreeable to work with.

Discussion on surcharge and sewer capacity overlay districts.
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It was the consensus of the Council for staff to move forward with the direction that the
staff presented regarding the sewer capacity pre-annexation agreement.

Community Development Director Brian Carrico distributed the Special Events Permit schedule
(attached). He also noted Harvest Days and a circus are in the process of getting a permit. Mr.
Carrico said that ORintastic ShowsGhas been rumored to be putting on an event, so he will be
looking at working with them on receiving a permit.

Councilmember Ganley noted that he hoped parking locations are being considered.
Councilmember Walters suggested working with Fred MeyerOsorporate office on this.

Councilmember Walters noted that she thought that the front fas ade of the hotel does not look
good and asked staff to look into this.

Mr. Carrico gave an update on the Achen Development Agreement in relation to the request for
Transportation Improvement Funding credits. Mr. Carrico said that, within the TIF program, the
request would normally be eligible; the only difference is the project was approved by the
County, so the City did not approve this and he is looking for direction before proceeding.

It was the consensus of the Council for staff to provide more information on this request.
Mr. Carrico said he would bring back the details and cost of the TIF request.

Mr. Carrico said that the FEIS has been published and open houses have been scheduled.

City Manager Dennis Osborn said that he would send out an email on specifics of the open
house.

Mr. Carrico said that there would be a 502 open house on Wednesday in the Battle Ground
High School cafeteria at 4 p.m.

Mr. Osborn noted that there is a group that meets that discusses the land area around the
corridor.

There was discussion on alternatives.

Interim Public Works Director Rob Charles said that a citizen came in to ask for striping of SW
1% in order to maximize parking in that area. He said that 72 parking spaces can be striped and
it would take about half a day of work.

It was the consensus of the Council to have SW 1% striped.

Mr. Charles said that he has been working with the Fire Department on repainting the green
areas of the Fire Department building to a different color. He noted that there is a concrete
panel that has been damaged and it will be repaired as well. He then showed the Council a
sign that would be made to identify the fire department that was similar to the Police Station
sign.

Mr. Charles said that SR 503 was swept by the Department of transportation last week.

Mr. Charles distributed a handout (attached) and explained that the Steigman parcel was the
last remaining parcel for the sewer line in Tuxedo Junction, so now it can be constructed.

He then gave an update on the 244™ climbing lane.

Chief of Police James McDaniel said that the two fleet vehicles arrived, and that one will be the
canine unit and one will serve as the traffic division car. He said that the traffic division car
would be a dark charcoal gray and unmarked. He said that it would be used to work in
residential areas and will help with aggressive drivers.

There was the discussion on the acquisition of the canine.
It was noted that the canine officer would still be on patrol.

Finance and Information Services Director David Reeves gave an update on the 4:00 p.m. to
8:00 p.m. after-hours service charge. He said that historically the City would not charge a fee
until 5 p.m. and asked if the Council would like to continue to allow an extra hour on the day of
shut-off and the day after shut-off before charging the after hours fee.

Moved by Councilmember Walters and seconded by Councilmember Reinhold to begin
charging overtime fees beginning at 5 p.m. on the day of shut-off and the day after shut-
off. Motion carried.
