COUNCIL SENTIMENTS 
Councilmember Reinhold announced that, after the Celebrity Bagging event, AlbertsonÕs 
donated 48 pallets of food to the North County Community Food Bank.  He added that the Battle 
Ground Rose Float is coming along and noted that decorating is occurring 2 p.m. to 7 p.m., and 
construction is taking place on Monday, Tuesday and Wednesday night from 6 p.m. Ð 9 p.m.  
He commented that the shape of the float is really starting to form.  Councilmember Reinhold 
said that he is an Òofficial traineeÓ and is working a lot. 
 
Mayor Idsinga commented that the North County Community Food Bank Awareness Day 
brought in 1,200 pounds of food and $1,200 in donations. 
 
Councilmember Walters said that she met with Community Development Director Brian Carrico 
and City Manager Dennis Osborn for coffee last week and discussed the skate park.  She said 
that she thought the park is incredible and Òreally somethingÓ.  She said that she would highly 
recommend that everyone visit the park.  She added that the Oregonian did a story on the park 
 
Councilmember Ganley announced that C-TRAN Route #7 is now running.  He said that it is 
averaging 250 riders a day.  He added that the Transportation Improvement Board grants are 
down $15 million dollars this year and competition for them will be highly competitive.  He then 
gave an update on the C-TRAN board meeting and the Clark County Railroad Advisory 
Committee update.  He said that the railroad is looking at having about 850 rail cars a year. 
 
There was discussion on the growth of the railroad. 
 
Councilmember Ciraulo said that he and Fire Chief Dennis Mason made a bet with Mayor 
Idsinga and City Manager Dennis Osborn to encourage healthy living, through a weight loss 
competition.  He said that he would like to publicly acknowledge that Mayor Idsinga lost 30  
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pounds.  Councilmember Ciraulo congratulated him and noted that the losing team would make 
a donation to the North County Community Food Bank.   
 
Mayor Idsinga said that everyone combined has lost 70 pounds. 
 
 
 
MAYOR’S REPORT 
Mayor Idsinga announced that the Clark County Public Health Advisory Council gave an award 
to the City for aiding healthy lifestyles for the Kiwanis Park project. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that the fence to the skate park came down at around 4:00 p.m. on 
Thursday.  He said that there were lots of kids using it. 
 
There was discussion about the use of the skate park. 
 
Mayor Idsinga suggested discussing, under Administration Reports, the Òwish listÓ for the skate 
park. 
 
 
CITIZENS COMMUNICATIONS 
Jane Wulff, 511 SE 2nd Street, BG 
Ms. Wulff said that she had intended on having something written to give to staff, but neglected 
to do that, so she would do her best to relay her message to Council.  She said that the skate 
park is so exciting, especially on the part of an involved citizen.  She added that the goodwill 
that is involved on both sides is very encouraging.  Ms. Wulff said that she would encourage 
staff to take a look at the east end of Battle Ground, as it has been her passion since 1984. 
 
She reiterated her excitement for the changes at the east end.  She added that the east end has 
always been the original kernel of Battle Ground.  The Old Town Battle Ground Association is 
very active and thriving.  They are doing more by email and a lot is going on.  People are no 
longer saying the east end is dying.  The skate park and library are there, and they really try to 
keep it the heart of Battle Ground.  It is not all about business, it is about community.  She said 
that the I-5 interchange would make an impact on the City.  Ms. Wulff said that she is involved 
with the Old Town Battle Ground Association, so she will keep the Council apprised of it.  She 
said that she wanted to make sure people donÕt just drive through it.  She said that she also 
wanted to mention that the rose float is a big part of Old Town. 
 
With no further comments, Mayor Idsinga closed this portion of the meeting.

Moved by Deputy Mayor Hall and seconded by Councilmember Reinhold to approve the 
consent agenda as presented.  Motion carried. 
 
 
Columbia River Economic Development Council Update:  Presentation 
City Manager Dennis Osborn introduced Bart Phillips from the Columbia River Economic 
Development Council. He noted that when the City entered into the agreement with the 
Columbia River Economic Development Council that reports to the Council were included in the 
agreement.   
 
Mr. Phillips introduced himself as the President of the Columbia River Economic Development 
Council.  He said that the purpose of this evenings meeting is to review the CREDCÕs 2006 
results and to talk about significant changes that are going to happen in the next 6 months.  He 
said that the CREDC is celebrating their 25 year anniversary and they have been very 
successful.  He summarized the executive summary that he handed out (attached). 
 
He said that another service the CREDC provides are research requests from prospective 
companies and the City.  He said that one reason that numbers may appear low in Battle 
Ground is because there are only 9 listed properties in Battle Ground, so it is hard to match the 
clientÕs needs with what is available.   
 
Mr. Phillips said that, in 2007, CREDC will be expanding recruitment by moving back into 
advertising.  He said that funding would go back into global economy investments and 
innovation investments.  He said that this would emphasize focus on the growth of the 
community. 
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Mr. Phillips said that he thinks that there is benefit to community because of the showings that 
the CREDC conducts in Battle Ground.  He said that he did not believe that the sites would be 
shown without the CREDCÕs involvement.  He also added that CREDC helps in employing 
Battle Ground residents and through people spending money in Battle Ground.  
 
He said that he would return to report to the Battle Ground Council and noted that he works with 
Mayor Idsinga and City Manager Dennis Osborn monthly. 
 
Councilmember Ciraulo asked how many recruitments the CREDC did in 2006 for Battle 
Ground.  
 
Mr. Phillips said none. 
 
Councilmember Ciraulo asked how many recruitments the CREDC did in the last 6 years. 
 
Mr. Phillips said that the CREDC came close once, but they have not had any. 
 
Mr. Phillips thanked the Council. 
 
 
 
 
Central Main District Plan:  Public Hearing  
Community Development Director Brian Carrico said that staff would give an overview of the 
Central Main District Plan and it would be followed by a Public Hearing.  He introduced 
Assistant Planner Robert Maul who presented a PowerPoint, entitled ÒCentral Main Street 
District PlanÓ:

Mr. Maul noted that the plan shows that a street will be running through the mobile home park, 
and said that this would only happen if the property owner wanted to develop the area. 
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He noted that he would like to see bike paths go through the area for connectivity. 
 
He then showed a slide that depicted the Proposed Flyer Layout for the District Plan. 
 
Mayor Idsinga opened up the Public Hearing on the Central Main District Plan. 
 
Leanne Bremer, Representing Gwen and Charles Hahn 
Ms. Bremer explained that the LLC owns Battle Ground Mobile Estates.  She said that she has 
written several letters, which she believed were included in the packet tonight.  She said that the 
tenants of the park are concerned about the designating of roads [in the plan].  She further 
explained that it is having an effect on not only the existing tenants, but the new tenants.  She 
said that the HahnÕs have had the park for 32 years, and that the Hahns donÕt want to stand in 
the way of the Plan, but they would like an agreement.  Ms. Bremer said that they would like the 
agreement to say that they will not close the park, but they will change the use after the HahnÕs 
relinquish park.  She said that she does not know when this would happen, but someday they 
will not own the park.  She concluded by stating that they would like Council to direct staff to 
work up an agreement. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that staff has been directed to do this. 
 
Larry Kalteich¸ 300 SW 7th Avenue #508, Battle Ground, WA  
Mr. Kalteich said that he had participated in Planning Commission meetings.  He said that as 
long as this property remains economically viable, there is no need for Hahn to off load the 
property.  He said that he felt that the way the plan is written gives the park a stigma.  He said 
that it has caused people not to feel comfortable with investing in their property.  He said that he 
knows of two people that backed out of moving there because the map shows a road going 
through the area.  He reiterated that tenants are worried about investing money in properties 
that could be gone.  He said that the fact that there are these perceptions is why he thinks that 
this could force Hahn to sell.  The plan is creating its own destiny through this plan.   
 
With no further comments, Mayor Idsinga closed the Public Hearing on the Central Main 
District Plan. 
 
There was discussion about the potential of entering into a development agreement with the 
HahnÕs.   
 
City Manager Dennis Osborn said that this item would be back at a later date for Council 
consideration. 
 
There was a 3-minute break at 7:52 p.m. 
 
The meeting resumed at 7:55p.m. 
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6 – Year Transportation Improvement Plan:  Presentation 
Interim Public Works Director Rob Charles said that the 2008 Ð 2013 Transportation Plan is 
before the Council for discussion tonight.  He noted that only three projects are funded, but the 
plan would allow for competitive and developer funding. 
 
Associate Civil Engineer Mark Herceg gave a brief overview of the following projects listed on 
the Six-Year Transportation Improvement Program: 

¥ SE Grace Avenue Improvements 
¥ N Parkway Avenue Phase 2 Improvements 

 
He noted that the rest of the projects have been on the plan for some time and noted prices 
have gone up to reflect the increased costs. 
 
Councilmember Ganley asked if our traffic lights were LEDs. 
 
Mr. Charles said they were not, because they were 3 to 4 times more expensive. 
 
Councilmember Ganley noted that there are grants to fund the lights.  He asked for the cost to 
run the lights that we currently have. 
 
Mr. Charles said that he would look into the costs to operate the lights and report back to the 
Council.  
 
Mr. Herceg said that this item would be back for a public hearing on June 4. 
 
 
 
Harvest Days Beer Garden Request:  Consideration 
Interim Deputy City Manager Robert Noland said that this is the Chamber of CommerceÕs 
annual request to run a beer garden during Harvest Days.  He said that it would be placed at itÕs 
usual location and the Chamber would obtain the appropriate insurance and indemnify the City.  
He said that there would be certain changes that would be reflective of the skate park.  Mr. 
Noland said that the Chamber of Commerce representatives are here tonight to answer any 
questions that the Council may have. 
 
Councilmember Walters said that this has always been a contentious item, and noted that she 
appreciated the ChamberÕs willingness to provide the appropriate insurance.  She thanked the 
Chamber of Commerce President Diane Rivera. 
 
There was discussion about the $3 million dollars in insurance coverage. 
 
Mr. Noland said that $2 million dollars is for general liability and $1 million dollars is for liquor 
liability coverage. 
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Moved by Councilmember Ciraulo and seconded by Councilmember Walters to approve 
the Chamber’s request for the beer garden with adherence to the performance 
requirements outlined in the Chamber’s April 24th letter to the City and require the 
Chamber to obtain $3 million in insurance and indemnify the City of Battle Ground.  
Motion carried. 
 
Clark Regional Emergency Services Agency Tax Issue:  Presentation 
Mr. Tom Griffith, Executive Director of Clark Regional Emergency Services Agency (CRESA), 
gave a brief history of the development of CRESA from 1976 to present.  He said that their 
budget is $7 million dollars and $2.5 million dollars comes from the CountyÕs 911 tax and the 
rest comes from jurisdictions.  He said that, although there is a lot of money coming in, there is 
not much designated for operations.   
 
He stated that they would like to replace the entire analog 800 mHz public safety radio system, 
including the analog radio and data equipment currently in use by our public safety agencies.  
He estimated the cost to replace the system at $25 million dollars and $5 million dollars to 
replace radios owned by agencies.  In 2002, the legislature provided counties the 1/10th of 1 
percent sales tax specifically for emergency communications.  Nine counties have put this on 
the ballot and every county has approved placing it on the ballot.  He summarized the handout 
that showed the impact of this increase to Battle Ground (attached). 
 
Mr. Griffith then gave a brief overview of the handout entitled, ÒOptions and OutcomeÓ 
(attached).  He explained that this is not a CRESA tax, it is just a briefing on the situation and 
letting Council know an option.  He said that he has gone to each jurisdiction and Battle Ground 
is the last jurisdiction.  He said that he would then go to the Board of Clark County 
Commissioners and they will make the determination. 
 
There was discussion about future funding needs for CRESA. 
 
There was discussion about the potential of funding this on a federal level. 
 
Mr. Griffith noted that CRESA is looking at grants and partnerships. 
 
There was continued discussion on grant funding.

Councilmember Ciraulo said that he would like to see the costs, if the City were to expand again 
at Salmon Creek and information on other communities who have done this. 
 
City Manager Dennis Osborn said that the City can arrange a field trip for the Council to view 
other locations where this has happened. 
 
 
Ordinance No. 07 – 012, Adoption of the 2006 Building Codes:  Adoption 
City Clerk Claire Lider read Ordinance No. 07 – 012 by title. 
 
Building Official Webb Wilbanks said that this is the third time that this item has been before the 
Council.  He noted that the effective date of the StateÕs adoption is July 1, 2007.  He asked if 
there were any questions of the Council. 
 
Mr. Wilbanks noted that last time this was before the Council a question was raised on whether 
there were any night clubs in Battle Ground, and if there were, what the sprinkler requirements 
were.  Mr. Wilbanks said that there were no night clubs in Battle Ground. 
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Moved by Councilmember Ganley and seconded by Councilmember Walters to approve 
Ordinance #07 – 012 as presented. Call for the vote:  Ayes, Councilmembers Ganley, 
Walters, Reinhold, Regan, Ciraulo, Deputy Mayor Hall and Mayor Idsinga.  Nays, none.  
Motion carried. 
 
 
ADMINISTRATIVE REPORTS  
Community Development Director Brian Carrico gave an update on the 219th Interchange.  He 
said that he would be meeting with a variety of stakeholders to talk about land use around the 
area.  He said that he Òwould like to get ahead of the curveÓ. 
 
Mr. Carrico noted that 8 single-family permits were issued today. 
 
Chief of Police James McDaniel said that he is happy to report that as of 9 a.m. this morning, 
the last Police Officer vacancy was filled.  He said that the Department hired former Community 
Service Officer Clint Fraser to fill the position.  He said that the hiring ceremony would take 
place on June 1st at 1:30 p.m.  He said that the ceremony would also recognize Officers Aron 
Howell and Tim Wilson. 
 
Mr. McDaniel said that Police Officer Chris Crouch would be leaving on the 30th of this month to 
select a canine.  He said that he should be back on June 1st.  He said that the dog would be 
presented to the Council. 
 
The City Council said that they would like a ceremony for the dog. 
 
Interim Public Works Director Rob Charles said that the new after hours fee went into effect last 
Tuesday and Public Works only had 3 after hours calls on shut-off day.  
 
Mr. Charles said that a cancer survivor came to the Parks Advisory Board and wanted to place 
a memorial tree in Battle Ground.  He said that he gave her a Parks Foundation flyer.  The 
Parks Advisory Board will be working on the parks memorial dedication and he would bring it 
back to the Council. 
 
Mr. Charles said that the City is looking at acquiring 4 Ð 6 more benches with trash receptacles 
by each for the Skate Park.  He said that until then, there will be temporary receptacles.  He 
said that he is also working with the contractor on watering timings.  He is also working with the 
tobacco free company to acquire additional no-smoking signs. 
 
Mr. Charles announced that the Grand Opening of the Skate Park would be held on June 2, 
2007 and there would be a road closure from 6 a.m. until after the event to allow for folks to 
safely cross Main Street. 
 
Councilmember Walters stated that she thought that the smoking issue is out of control.  She 
said that Òno smokingÓ is not on the rules sign and she would like this taken care of as soon as 
possible.  She also said that people are sticking things over the sprinklers so they wonÕt spray.  
She also said she saw a kid on a motorized scooter in the skate park. 
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City Manager Dennis Osborn suggested that Council direct staff to come back and give a report 
on smoking. 
 
Mayor Idsinga agreed. 
 
Mr. Osborn said that this would be a Òwalk-inÓ item on the next agenda.  
 
Councilmember Walters said that she would like a bike rack in the skate park. 
 
Mr. Charles said that he would have a bike rack installed in the skate park. 
 
Mayor Idsinga noted that if the skate park is tagged it will be shut down. 
 
Councilmember Walters suggested a trash pick-up every so often. She said that she would 
really like to enforce this.  She noted that the opening of the park went really well. 
 
Councilmember Ciraulo asked if the City had a curfew ordinance. 
 
Mr. Osborn said no. 
 
Councilmember Ciraulo suggested the possibility of having security cameras at the park. 
 
Councilmember Ganley said that the high school students are excited about the park.  He 
suggested having a graffiti wall at the park.  He commented on the number of underage kids 
smoking in the park.  He also suggested putting bleachers in the park and the possibility of 
having a skate board advisory group. He noted that he liked the idea of camera surveillance. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that he would like to charge the Parks Advisory Board with coming up with 
names for the skate / bike park. 
 
Councilmember Reinhold said that he is happy with the park. 
 
Councilmember Ganley noted that the SRO, Philip Anderson is doing a great job with the school 
kids.  He noted that the City should look into rules for vendors, as they may be a way to fund the 
park and directed staff to look into this idea. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that the Council Retreat would be on July 7, and would be at City Hall from 8 
a.m. to noon.  
 
Councilmember Walters requested food. 
 
Mr. Osborn gave a heads up to Council on the North County sewer issue that Ridgefield is 
involved in. 
 
Mr. Osborn asked if the Council wanted to waive study sessions in June, July and August in 
recognition of the other Council activities. 
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It was the consensus of the Council to waive study sessions in June, July and August. 
 
Mr. Osborn noted that Mr. Mike Achen is looking for another buyer on his property. 
 
Mr. Osborn asked for Council to consider approval of the sewer lease agreement with the Clark 
Regional Waste Water District. 
 
It was the consensus of the City Council to approve the sewer lease agreement with 
Clark Regional Waste Water District.
