COUNCIL SENTIMENTS

Councilmember Ganley thanked City Manager Dennis Osborn and Community Development
Director Brian Carrico for providing him with information on the City’s Transportation Impact
Fee.

Councilmember Ganley then gave an update on the Clark County Railroad Advisory Board
meeting. He also gave an update on the C-TRAN Board meeting, and noted that the new bus
colors and design have been put on hold.

Ordinance No. 07 D015, Annual Review for Battle Ground Municipal Code Changes:

Adoption
City Clerk Claire Lider read Ordinance No. 07 015 by title.

Assistant City Planner Robert Maul said that this is the “tail end of 2007 update for the Battle
Ground Municipal Code”. He explained that the annual review of the code offers municipalities
the time to make changes to the code. Mr. Maul then noted that on page three, letter “h” of the
ordinance, there is an addition section that staff added, at the Council’s request. He said that the
section relates to shipping and cargo containers being used on a temporary basis. He said that
he wanted the Council to be aware of this addition.

Mr. Maul said that, unless there are any changes from the Council, staff is recommending the
approval of the Ordinance tonight.

Moved by Councilmember Reinhold and seconded by Deputy Mayor Hall to approve
Ordinance No. 07 D015 as presented. Call for the vote: Ayes, Councilmembers Regan,
Ciraulo, Reinhold, Ganley, Deputy Mayor Hall and Mayor ldsinga. Nays, none. Motion
carried.

Ordinance No. 07 D017, News and Media Rack Regulations: Adoption
City Clerk Claire Lider read Ordinance No. 07 017 by title.

Public Works Director / City Engineer Rob Charles said that this is the ordinance that would
regulate News and Media Racks. He gave a brief summary of the ordinance and noted that the
fees associated with the new regulations would be discussed during the next agenda item.
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Moved by Councilmember Ciraulo and seconded by Councilmember Reinhold to approve
Ordinance No. 07 D017 as presented. Call for the vote: Ayes, Councilmembers Regan,
Ciraulo, Reinhold, Ganley, Deputy Mayor Hall and Mayor ldsinga. Nays, none. Motion
carried.

Resolution No. 07 D07, News and Media Rack Fee Schedule Amendment: Adoption
Finance and Information Services Director David Reeves said that the resolution before the
Council tonight would help to ensure that the appropriate fees were being charged in conjunction
with the news and media rack regulations.

Mr. Reeves said that the resolution would establish an initial review fee at $35.00, an annual
renewal fee of $25.00 and an impound fee of $100.00.

He explained that the fees would generally cover the costs associated with the review, renewal
and impound.

There was discussion about the types of racks that could be used under the code.

Moved by Councilmember Ciraulo and seconded by Deputy Mayor Hall to adopt Resolution
No. 07 B07. Motion carried.

Mayor ldsinga explained to the citizens in attendance that the Council has reviewed these items
on several occasions and that is the reason that they appear to be passing so quickly.

County Rail / Trail Project: Presentation

Public Works Director / City Engineer Rob Charles said that Clark County was here,
approximately a year ago, to discuss the grant that they had applied for for the Clark County Rail /
Trail Project. He said that tonight would be an update on the project. Mr. Charles introduced
Kelly Puteney, from Clark County and Lisa Goorjian from Clark / Vancouver Regional Parks
Department.

Ms. Goorjian reviewed the grant that they received and explained what the grant could be used
for. She said that the County is currently in Phase | of the project and gave an overview of the
process for Phase |. She then noted that public open houses have been held.

Ms. Goorjian said that project handouts (attached) are available to the public and there is a
website that people could access for more information about the project. She said that the web
address is www.chelatchie.org.

Mr. Puteney said that there has been discussion on incorporating the trail into the Battle Ground
Village with connectivity to the library. He then showed renderings of how the trail could go
through the village. He said that they would be trying to build this section of the trail this year.

Councilmember Ganley stated his support of the project.
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There was discussion on the connections and incorporating existing conditions on the trail.

Mayor ldsinga stated that he thought this project would be great for the community.

Wastewater Reclamation Funding Alternatives: Presentation

Public Works Director / City Engineer Rob Charles said that, at a previous Council meeting, he
had indicated that costs on a Water Reclamation Facility were approaching $50 million dollars for
Phases 1 and 2. He said that, because of this, the Council had indicated that they were
interested in exploring different options and tonight he would be reviewing three alternate options.

¥ Recommendations

o Continue financial planning based on $50 million 20-year sewer infrastructure
investment.

o If City elects to continue discussion with Vancouver, begin formal dialogue to
establish assumptions and costs.

o If the City wants to maintain new WRF as a viable option, continue water quality
analysis, permitting and Gold Course negotiations (SERP completion would “lock
in” the WRF as viable while other options are explored).

City Manager Dennis Osborn further explained the Council’s options and timelines with regards to
the WRP. He also provided background on the project.

There was discussion on what would be the most environmentally friendly choice. Mr. Charles
said that he would get this type of information and provide it at a future meeting.

It was the consensus of the Council for Staff to bring back the operating cost to operate
a WRF on an annual basis.

Mr. Charles said that he would also bring this information back.

Mayor ldsinga encouraged the Council to tour the LOTT Facility if they have the opportunity, as
he thought it would be very informative for anyone who has not attended.

There was continued discussion on having the WRF be environmentally friendly.
Councilmember Ganley directed staff to find out what Vancouver's SDC’s are.

There was discussion on the ownership and capacity of the WRF.

Mr. Osborn said that he wanted to be certain that the Council was aware that the City would be
receiving federal appropriation dollars from Senator Cantwell for the WRF and, if the Council
wants to move in different direction, they would we need to let Senator Cantwell’s staff know this
as soon as possible.

Mayor ldsinga said that he thought that the Council needed to have time to digest this, but he
was aware that this decision needs to be timely. He said that he would like Council to take time

and think about this before making a decision.

Mr. Osborn asked if it was the Council’s direction to “hold the course” and return with the
additional information that the Council had requested during this evening’s agenda item.

It was the consensus of the Council to continue with this direction on the WRF.
There was discussion on funding for the project.

Mr. Osborn noted that he would be meeting with City of Vancouver regarding this.
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Councilmanic Bond Expenditure: Presentation

Public Works Director / City Engineer Rob Charles explained that the City had a parks bond in the
amount of $6.9 million dollars that was bonded for Parks Improvements and there is still a
remaining balance of $2.5 million dollars that needs to be expended. He said that the amount
includes interest that will be required to be paid back if the $2.5 million dollars is not fully
expended by August of 2008. He said that $750,000 of the $2.5 million dollars needs to be spent
by February of 2008. Since $150,000 of the $750,000 has been allocated to improvements at
Fairgrounds Park, there is a balance of $600,000 that needs to be expended.

Mr. Charles listed several items which could be constructed or pre-purchased to meet the bond
requirements:

- Water and Sewer Improvements on SW 20" Avenue $300,000
- Play Structures $100,000
- lIrrigation Equipment $200,000
- Prefabricated Dugouts $120,000
- Site Furnishings $50,000

Mr. Charles said that staff was open for ideas that the Council might have.

There was discussion on the following:
¥ Improvements Council would like to see.
¥ Road improvements.
¥ Potentially using the funds at the Gardner Oaks Park for improvements for trails, a gate,
dog area, and fencing.

Mr. Osborn said that staff would look at the costs of the improvements in Gardner Oaks and bring
back options for the Council to consider.

Administrative Reports

Mayor Idsinga announced that he and Councilmember Ciraulo would be “locked in jail” for
Rocksolid’'s Teen Nite event. He said that “bail money” would be donated to the Rocksolid Teen
Center (attachment).

Community Development Director Brian Carrico gave an update on special events permits that
have been issued through the City.

Councilmember Ciraulo noted that he would like the Chamber informed of special events in the
City.

Mr. Carrico then distributed a memo (attached) from Mr. Marty Snell, Clark County Director,
regarding Comprehensive Plan Map and Adoption, dated July 10, 2007. He gave an overview
of the memo.

Mr. Carrico said that he would like some feedback from the City Council on the memao.
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There was discussion on agricultural land designations.

City Manager Dennis Osborn and Mr. Carrico summarized what they thought about the memo
and stated that they did not think this position would be beneficial to the City.

Mr. Osborn asked if it was the consensus of the City Council to let the County know they are not
in favor of the position of the County in the memo entitled, “Comprehensive Plan Map and
Adoption” at this time.

It was the consensus of the Council to have staff let the County know that they are not in
favor of the position of the County@ in the memo entitied, GComprehensive Plan Map and
AdoptionOat this time.

Finance and Information Services Director David Reeves said that the State Auditors have been
in this week and should be finished next week with their audit. He said that they are proposing
Aug 2" or 3" as potential meeting dates with staff and Council. He asked which
Councilmembers were interested in attending and for their availability.

It was the consensus of the Council that Councilmembers Cirualo, Ganley and Regan
would attend on August 2, 2007 at 4:00 p.m.

Mr. Osborn said that the City could be receiving $400,000 from the state for a community
center; however the funds still need to go before a vote on the floor. However, he said that staff
would like to propose the potential sites for the building (attached). He said that he just wanted
to make sure that staff is moving forward in the right direction and that staff would return before
the Council with a design for the building.

It was the consensus of the Council that the handout proposal was good to start with.
Public Works Director / City Engineer Rob Charles gave an update on Public Works and noted
that he is applying for grants through the Regional Transportation Council. He said the grants
would be for SE Grace Avenue and North Parkway. He said that he also planned on submitting
an additional Transportation Improvement Board grant for North Parkway.

There was discussion on the proposed grants.

Mr. Charles said that staff would check on the status of current grants.

Mr. Charles than gave an update on future agenda items:

¥ City of Vancouver Overlay on SE 3™ Street.
¥ Professional Services Agreement with a surveyor on North Parkway.
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Mr. Osborn said that the Public Health Advisory Committee would be having a meeting in Suite
148 tomorrow at 6 p.m., to talk about Healthy Communities and creating healthy lifestyles. He
said that he would be talking about Parks and will focus on the Sports Complex and Phase II.
Mayor Idsinga noted that there is a High Capacity Transit Meeting on July 18™.
