COUNCIL SENTIMENTS 
Councilmember Reinhold stated that he had attended the Christmas Tree Lighting and that he 
thought that the whole ceremony went very well.  He added that he thought more people 
attended this year than in years past. 
 
Councilmember Ganley said that, at the C-TRAN workshop, the C-TRAN Board discussed 
options regarding the Columbia River Crossing.  He said that they had talked about who would 
be the lead sponsor for the project, as well as the discussion they had regarding different 
options for transportation. 
 
There was discussion on the cost of the Columbia River Crossing project. 
 
 
 
MAYORÕS REPORT 
Mayor Idsinga gave an update on the Christmas Basket Food Drive Program.  He said that 
collection boxes had been delivered boxes to the schools.  He said that the collection boxes 
would be at the schools for two weeks.  He announced they had just received enough money to 
pay for all the turkeys.  Mayor Idsinga added that the program will still need approximately 
$3,000 to purchase additional food for the baskets.  He said that their goal is to give 85 pounds 
of canned food, a 20 pound turkey and 20 pounds of potatoes and various other trimmings to 
every needy family in the area.  
 
Mayor Idsinga presented Sandra Hall with a plaque of recognition for her term in office as 
Councilmember and Deputy Mayor.

Ms. Hall said that it had been a real privilege to work with the Council and City staff.  She noted 
that the staff at the City of Battle Ground is Òtop rateÓ.  She said that the Council has done a lot 
of good for the community and will continue to do well.   
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Ms. Hall said that serving on the City Council has been one of the most rewarding things that 
she has done.  She commented that, Òwe [City Council] discussed issues to death and in the 
end we all came to something that most thought was the best for the CityÓ.  She added that she 
would miss everyone.

City Clerk Claire Lider admi nister ed the Oath of Offi ce for Counci lmember-Elect Art

CITIZENS COMMUNICATIONS

Mr. Glavin explained that he and his wife have lived in Battle Ground since 2000.  He added that 
he was very happy when he received communication from the City that said, Òwelcome citizen 
shareholdersÓ.  Mr. Glavin said that he paid the utility bill late fee for the second time since he 
has lived here.  He said that he feels ÒburntÓ that he has to pay the additional $10 fee, as it was 
just an oversight on his part.  He stated that he would like the Council to reconsider the late 
fees.  Mr. Glavin said that, when he called the utility department, the lady he spoke with said 
that the City Council makes the decision to charge a late fee.  He said that he would like the 
Council to consider [not charging a late fee] if a person misses a payment and they have a good 
payment record.  Mr. Glavin also commented that he would like to have notice on his next bill.

Moved by Counci lmember Reinhold and seconded by Counci lmember Walters to approve 
the consent agenda presented.  Motion car ried. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that agenda item #2, the Columbia River Economic Development Council 
Update would be held at a future meeting, as Mr. Bart Phillips had a busy evening tonight.  He 
said that agenda item #4, the 2008 State Legislative Agenda Presentation, would be presented 
at the next meeting since I-5 is closed due to weather and so Mr. Mark Brown is unable to 
attend this eveningÕs meeting.  He then added that agenda item #7; Ordinance No. 07 Ð 024, 
regarding the Ellsworth Sewer Extension Presentation would need to be removed from the 
agenda as this item is not ready. 
 
 
Columbia River  Economic Devel opment Counci l Update:  Presentation 
Per Mayor Idsinga, this update would be held at a future meeting, as Mr. Bart Phillips had a busy 
evening tonight. 
 
 
Ordinance No. 07 Ð 023, 2008 Budget:  Adopti on  
City Clerk Claire Lider read Ordinance No. 07 Ð 023 by ti tl e. 
 
Interim Finance Director Robert Noland explained that we are now here after public meetings 
and hearings to adopt the budget as presented.  He said that the primary focus during the 
budget building process has been providing for increased demands for City services during a 
period of reduced revenue growth.  He said that this is a continuation of the contraction of the 
regional economy that has been a trend in the last several years.   
 
Mr. Noland said that the total City expenditure budget for 2008 is $43.5 million dollars.  He said 
that the 2007 budget was $50.6 million dollars.  He said that the general fund budget for 2008 is 
$9.6 million dollars, versus the current budget of $8.8 million dollars.   
 
He said that only one new position is being proposed and that is the position of Parks Director.  
He said that the budget provides for an expanded parks program to provide for maintenance 
and operation of the new and improved City parks.  He said that the capital projects budget for 
next year is $17 million dollars.  
 
Mr. Noland explained that the changes that were noted in the agenda memo will be 
incorporated in the final budget document. 
 
There was discussion on the police budget reduction in the area of motorcycle purchasing. 
 
Councilmember Reinhold said that, although he agrees with providing funding for both little 
leagues, it bothers him that for the past seven times he has sat through the budget process at 
least one of the little leagues has not submitted their budget.  He said that this is something that 
the little leagues need to step up and do. 
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Moved by Counci lmember Ciraulo and seconded by Counci lmember Reinhold to adopt 
Ordinance No. 07 Ð 023 as presented.  Call for the vote:  Ayes, Counci lmembers 
Reinhold, Regan, Ciraulo, Ganley, Nelson, Walters and Mayor Idsi nga.  Nays, none.  
Moti on carried. 
 
 
2008 State Legislati ve Agenda:  Presentation 
Per Mayor Idsinga, this item would be presented at the next meeting since I-5 is closed due to 
weather and so Mr. Mark Brown is unable to attend this eveningÕs meeting.   
 
 
City-wide Park Rules:  Presentati on 
Interim Community Development Director Robert Maul said that he would be discussing getting 
consistency in the Battle Ground Municipal Code.  He said that, as Council may recall, Council 
adopted the special use permit provision, which is in Title 8.36, so it has overlap with the 
existing park rules that are in the code.  He said that if Council is comfortable with this, staff 
would come back with an ordinance that would eliminate any overlap and make the code 
consistent with what has been adopted. 
 
Councilmember Walters suggested that staff meet with people who have special events so that 
they know what is expected.  She added that she would like to have the Council be apprised of 
upcoming events, including changes to events, so that Council can help to facilitate events. 
 
Chief of Police James McDaniel stated that he is presenting an ordinance that would allow 
police officers the authority to exclude people from parks for reasons that vary from minor parks 
rules violations up to criminal behavior.  He said that it would allow officers to issue these types 
of individuals an exclusion which would exclude them for a minimum of 7 days from the park up 
to a maximum of a year, depending on the violation.  He said that the ordinance does allow for 
an appeal process through the Hearings Officer.   
 
Chief McDaniel noted that one significant thing that was added to the ordinance, at CouncilÕs 
request, was if the person involved in the exclusion is if the person is under 13 years of age, the 
officer will make a reasonable effort to notify the parents or guardians of the individual. 
 
There was discussion on excluding persons who have weapons and drug offenses in the park 
for a longer period of time. 
 
Mayor Idsinga directed staff to look into this matter. 
 
City Manager Dennis Osborn clarified that Council would like staff to look into the legal ability for 
a permanent restriction for severe offenses including weapons and drugs.  
 
Mr. Osborn then asked if the Council approved of the time limit exclusions for the other park 
rules violations as listed in the ordinance. 
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There was discussion on the difference between types of offenses. 
 
Mayor Idsinga stated that he thought that staff had direction to move forward on modification of 
the ordinance. 
 
Public Works Director / City Engineer Rob Charles explained that, at the September Study 
Session, staff had brought before the Council several rule changes to the parks use rules in 
Section 8.18 of the Battle Ground Municipal Code.  He reviewed the changes as follows 

¥ Subsection C (2) Ð Building and operating fires unless authorized by a park use permit 
or lease agreement for a designated area of park.  Mr. Charles said that this section 
should be eliminated from the code.  He said that staff wanted to work with the City 
Attorney to make sure that building a fire in a barbeque pit would be allowed. 

¥ Subsection C (4) Ð Operating a boat, yacht, canoe or raft or other watercraft upon any 
watercourse in any park under the jurisdiction of the City except at such places as may 
be provided or designated for such purpose.  Mr. Charles said that since the City has no 
such watercourses, this section should be eliminated. 

¥ Subsection D (2) Ð Mr. Charles said that this section does not allow any type of public 
address system or amplified music that would disturb the peace.  Mr. Charles explained 
that staff recommends that these types of systems be allowed for City-sponsored events 
or through special events permitting. He also noted that Council would like neighbors 
notified of these types of events. 

¥ Subsection E (4) Ð Mr. Charles said that this section discusses swimming, wading and 
bathing.  He said that staff recommends adding that this section allows wading in parks 
where water features are available. 

 
Mr. Charles further explained that, in addition to these rules, the Police Department had several 
rules that they wanted to be added in to the parks rules section.  He said that the first one would 
be no solicitation or donations of parks collections such as for entertainment by strolling 
musicians or performers or sales without a parks permit.  The second is no riding or driving any 
motorized vehicle in a City park outside of designated parking areas.  The third is no parking 
outside of designated parking areas and the fourth addition is no person may possess or 
consume alcoholic beverages in any park.  The fifth is no shooting, firing or exploding of any 
firearm, explosive, firework, bow and arrow, slingshot, weapon, toy or real which discharges any 
object with harmful force. 
 
Councilmember Walters said that she would like to look into making sure music that is played in 
the park is not offensive. 
 
City Manager Dennis Osborn said that he would have staff will look into this and get back to 
Council. 
 
Councilmember Ciraulo asked about alcohol consumption at the Community Events Center. 
 
Mr. Osborn said that this could be addressed through the special events permit. 
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There was discussion on what types of music is offensive. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that an ordinance would be brought back on December 17th with changes. 
 
 
 
City Informational Sign / Electr onic Reader Board Proposed Code Amendments:  
Considerati on 
Interim Community Development Director Robert Maul explained that service clubs have 
maintained a service sign at the NE corner of Main Street and SR 503.  The sign was destroyed 
by a vehicle accident and the discussion on the replacement of the sign resulted in the idea of 
building a more formal City sign that could identify City events.  The idea of an electronic reader 
board was proposed and he said that, although public service is exempt, the sign proposed 
would still have to be allowed by the CityÕs code.  TonightÕs presentation is based on the 
CouncilÕs direction to have staff prepare revisions to the code to include electronic reader board 
signs. 
  
Mr. Maul stated that the proposed amendment would affect section 17.139.040.  He said that 
the change would end the prohibition on electronic reader board signs and state where they 
could be located and maximum sizes. 
 
There was discussion on how large an electronic reader board could potentially be. 
 
Mr. Maul said that this item would go before the Planning Commission and then would be back 
before the City Council. 
 
Mayor Idsinga announced that on Wednesday, December 5 at 6 p.m. there would be a 
community meeting with regards to the future of the North County Resource Center on Clark 
and Main.  He said that the County owns the building and it was purchased with Community 
Development Block Grant funds. 
 
 
Ordinance No. 07 Ð 024, Ellsworth Sewer Extension:  Presentation 
This item was removed from the agenda as this item is not ready.

o Battle Ground has 1.97 MGD capacity at the Salmon Creek Treatment Plant 

(SCTP). 
o Completion of the Phase 4 Improvements will give Battle Ground a capacity of

o Sewer Summit involves 11 different agencies in Clark County which are involved 

in the collection or treatment of sewage. 
!  Interest by Clark County in creating a North County Regional Sewer entity  

(Regional Wastewater Authority  - RWA) 
!  Would Require that a board be created to govern such a body. 
!  Most likely partners in a RWA are Battle Ground, Ridgefield, Clark County 

and Clark Regional Wastewater District (possibly La Center).

o Battle Ground and CRWD currently own 100% of capacity of SCTP (25/75 split). 
o New partner Ridgefield would lease capacity from CRWD.

o Treatment Plant would be required to take whatever flow was sent to it from 

RWA members.

¥ Facilities 
o RWA would include treatment components as well as other facilities which are 

considered tied to the RWA (i.e. pump station, force mains, etc.). 
o Individual sewer system components would remain under control of the different 

agencies. 
¥ Memorandum of Understanding (MOU) 

o Covers ownership and treatment capacity at SCTP. 
o Includes construction of regional pipeline to Ridgefield for sewer. 
o Covers cost of sharing of parties for construction. 
o Connections to regional pipeline would be approved by RWA. 

 
Mr. Charles said that the County has indicated that there is a financial and business plan for the 
RWA and Battle GroundÕs share of the cost to perform the study would be $50,000. 
 
There was discussion on the MOU as it relates to the CityÕs 50-year vision. 
 
There was discussion on the MOU and the relationship it has with the other sewer projects and 
local jurisdictions. 
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Mr. Osborn said that the items that staff is looking for direction on tonight are: 

¥ Does the City continue to move forward with the Cities in the North County and pursue 
the funding that Senator Zarelli has put on the table for the City to work with them and 
the City of Vancouver? 

¥ Do we do this in concert with the MOU? 
¥ Does Council want this MOU to come back with adjustments? 
¥ Does Council want to sign the MOU? 
¥ How should he, along with the Mayor and Public Works Director / City Engineer provide 

representation at the Sewer Summit. 
 
Mr. Osborn gave a brief overview of the CityÕs objectives at past Sewer Summits. 
 
He noted that the City has asked for boundaries of what the RWA would look like and that has 
not been produced. 
 
There was discussion on: 

¥ Ensuring that whatever is done is what is best for the citizens of Battle Ground. 
¥ Who would be able to attend the Sewer Summit. 
¥ What parties should be involved through the MOU. 
¥ The CountyÕs relationship with the sewer facility. 
¥ The relationship between the MOU and the existing 3-way Agreement. 

 
 
Counci lmember Ganley left at 8:35 p.m. 
 
Mr. Osborn said that he would be asking for direction on the MOU, he said that this could be 
decided at the December 17 City Council meeting. 
 
Counci lmember Ganley returned at 8:37 p.m. 
 
Mr. Osborn asked if there were any amendments the Council would like to see to the MOU.  He 
said that he has been given the direction to work with the other cities to move forward with a 
North County Regional Sewer with the City of Vancouver and Senator Zarelli.  He said that this 
is something Mr. Charles has been working on with Kennedy Jenks and asked if this is 
something that should continue or wait until after the Sewer Summit. 
 
Councilmember Ciraulo said that he would like to move forward. 
 
Councilmember Regan asked if he should recuse himself before the next agenda item. 
 
City Attorney Brian Wolfe advised him that he did not need to.

Counci lmember Regan said that he is a sal aried manager of Home Depot and excused 
himsel f fr om the meeti ng at 9:01 p.m. 
 
There was discussion on vesting. 
 
Councilmember Ciraulo said that he was in favor of the rear elevation with a berm that breaks 
up the back. 
 
Councilmember Reinhold stated that he is concerned that there may not be enough parking. 
 
Councilmember Ganley said that this is a whole site and he wants to make sure that this fits in 
with the overall development of the area.  He noted that this may be the new place for kids to 
hang out. 
 
There was discussion on: 

¥ The overall area surrounding the development. 
¥ Ensuring adequate parking. 

 
City Manager Dennis Osborn said that if the City Council is alright with this agreement, this 
would come back on December 17 for adoption as long as the Council was alright with parking 
and facades.  
 
There was discussion on seasonal sales element of the building. 
 
The Council concurred on the ÒnewerÓ version of the building design plan presented (attached). 
 
Arthur Richey, Consultant for Home Depot 
Mr. Richey said that he appreciated the Council taking the time to review this project.  He 
thanked Interim Community Development Director Robert Maul for his help as well.  He said 
that with regards to parking, Home Depot would not construct a building without adequate 
parking.  He added that seasonal sales are about four times a year for about four weeks at a 
time, and it would not disrupt parking.  He said that the same company that forecasted sales in 
1978 for Home Depot, still forecasts their sales.  He said that parking is included and he can 
provide statistics on parking to Mr. Maul if the Council would like. 
 
Mr. Richey said that seasonal sales are big for Home Depot. He added that he could ensure 
that pesticides are kept in the garden center and said that the garden center can drain to where 
it is alright with City. 
 
He noted that facades presented need to go together, and that he can do the one with the 
timber and could do a berm against wall with landscaping. 
 
Councilmember Ganley asked what size of the trees would be. 
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Mr. Richey said he would prefer not to come in with a bunch of small trees as it is not pedestrian 
friendly from Main Street.   He said that the area would be considered as a whole pedestrian 
element and would provide connectivity.  He added that there would be a vegetation buffer.  
 
Mr. Maul said that the Battle Ground Municipal Code only addresses street trees, it only talks 
about spacing of trees, and he added that any issues regarding trees could be addressed in the 
development agreement. 
 
There was discussion on the vesting element of the agreement. 
 
Counci lmember Reinhold left the meeting at 9:22 p.m. 
 
Mayor Idsinga said that staff had direction on the Development Agreement. 
 
Mr. Osborn Ðsaid that, to reiterate, staff had the elevations Council would like, the parking 
issues have been dealt with and the sign issue is resolved.   
 
There was discussion on the sign element of the project. 
 
Mr. Osborn advised that the sign not be dealt with through the agreement. 
 
Mr. Richey said that they are requesting the 30-foot sign that would list the other tenants of the 
area as well. 
 
Counci lmember Reinhold returned to the meeting at 9:23 p.m. 
 
Mr. Osborn asked if the Council was comfortable with the sewer issue dealt with in the 
agreement. 
 
The Council agreed. 
 
Counci lmember Regan returned to the meeti ng at 9:24 p.m. 
 
 
 
Community Center  Bid Award:  Considerati on  
Public Works Director / City Engineer Rob Charles handed out a correction to page 4 of the 
memo (attached).   He said that, on November 20, 2007 staff opened 7 bids for the Community 
Center Project.  He said that the low bid was Emerick Construction with their base bid of 
$2,938,964.11.  He said that the bids ranged from that low bid to a high bid of $4,048,000.  He 
said that the engineerÕs estimate for the project was $2,566,504.  He said that they had 
estimated $220 per square foot and the low bid came in at $251 per square foot. 
 
He reviewed the six alternates provided by Emerick Construction:

Mayor Idsi nga left at 9:27 p.m. 
 
Mr. Charles reviewed the fixed costs of the project: 

¥ Architectural / Engineering Fees - $285,000 
¥ Miscellaneous - $120,000 
¥ Permitting Fees - $125,000 
¥ Kitchen Equipment - $110,000 
¥ Furniture, Audio Visual, Fiber Optics, Etc. - $120,000 
¥ Total Fixed Costs - $760,000 

 
The total project cost is $4,026,549.34, excluding the storefront door deduction.  He then 
reviewed the revenue sources for the project: 

¥ Park Bond - $2,718,557 
¥ Loaves and Fishes - $100,000 
¥ Federal Appropriations - $400,000 
¥ Park Impact fees - $201,443 
¥ REET Funds - $100,000 
¥ Total - $3,520,000 

 
He noted that he did not anticipate receiving $400,000 from federal appropriations and thought it 
would be more likely to receive about $300,000. 
 
Mayor Idsi nga returned at 9:29 p.m. 
 
Counci lmember Ciraulo left at 9:29 p.m. 
 
Mr. Charles reviewed Option #1 and showed a picture of it.  He said that the cost would be 
$3,814,042, which results in $155,957 for construction contingencies.  It does not include 
construction of a new community flexible use building or the covered shelter. 
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Counci lmember Ciraulo returned at 9:31 p.m. 



 
Mr. Charles reviewed the following options: 

¥ Option #2 Ð Assumes $0 from federal appropriations, totals $3,647,559.37 and results in 
an excess of $22,440 for construction contingencies.  It does not include construction of 
the community flexible use building, outdoor shelter, and demolition of the existing 
chamber of commerce building or construction of the parking lot. 

 
City Manager Dennis Osborn discussed federal appropriations. 
 

¥ Option #3 results in an excess of $205,957 for both the community event center and 
community flex use.  It does not include construction of the covered shelter.  Option #3 
totals $4,014,042.38. 

¥ Option #4 does not include construction of the parking lot or demolition of existing 
chamber.  It totals $4,086,202.05 and results in an excess of $133,797.95 for 
construction contingencies for both the community event center and the community flex 
building.  

¥ Option #5 totals $4,226,549.35 and results in an excess of $203,450 for construction 
contingencies for both the community event center and the community flex use building. 

¥ Option #6 would be to reject all bids. 
 
Councilmember Reinhold said he would like Option #5 so that the project could be finished. 
 
Councilmember Ciraulo agreed with Councilmember Reinhold and said that he too would like to 
get it done. 
 
Councilmember Regan asked for guidance from staff on Option #1, as he knew there may be 
constraints. 
 
Mr. Osborn said that Option #1 is more conservative, however option #5 would still leave 25% in 
reserves, which is a little more aggressive, but it gets the project done.  He noted that Council 
would have a retreat to discuss budget policies. 
 
There was continued discussion on what options the Council would like and what they would 
include. 
 
There was discussion on the potential of waiting on a decision until the federal appropriation 
came in and what this would do to the cost and timeframe. 
 
There was discussion on what would happen if the federal appropriation was not received. 
 
Moved by Counci lmember Ciraulo and seconded by Counci lmember Walters to authorize 
the ci ty manager to execute a contr act for the Community Center  Bid Award to Emerick 
Constr ucti on for Option #5 as presented.  Moti on carried.

Admi nistr ati ve Reports  



Public Works Director / City Engineer Rob Charles gave an update to the City Council on the 
effects of the recent storm.  He said that the Parks Advisory Board, at the last meeting they 
held, had declined to move forward with proposing that the Council consider naming the skate 
park after Chris Hilgers. 
 
Interim Community Development Director Robert Maul gave an update on the Community 
Development Block Grant.  He said that staff had submitted an application for 4th Street and 
decided not to submit an application for Andersen, because they havenÕt threatened to relocate 
their business, which is critical to the grant. 
 
City Manager Dennis Osborn gave an update on the Columbia River Crossing meeting he had 
attended. 
 
He noted that if the Council would like to cancel the Study Session, they would need to take 
action. 
 
Moved by Counci lmember Ganley and seconded by Counci lmember Ciraulo to cancel  the 
Study Sessi on scheduled for December 24, 2007.  Motion car ried. 
 
Mr. Osborn said that he had talked to the Battle ground School District on the School Impact 
Fees and they are undertaking a long-term capital facilities plan and would be coming back with 
the plan to present the costs to the Council. 
 
Mr. Osborn gave an update on the Economic Development Summit.  He said that the North 
County jurisdictions are working on an agreement that would have the event on May 29 at 
Community Event Center at the Fairgrounds.  He said that an agreement will come forward at a 
future meeting on the sharing of the costs for the summit.  He said that Battle GroundÕs costs 
could be about $20,000. 
 
He added that he is working with Mr. Stan McNutt on a Council orientation retreat at the end of 
January or the first part of February. 
 
Mr. Osborn said that although the budget has been adopted, an opportunity has been 
presented.   Vancouver is offering an opportunity for canine training, and there must be more 
than one dog.  The cost of an additional canine is $20,000, which could come from the drug 
fund.  He wanted to discuss this with Council and noted this could be a back-up canine.  
 
It was the consensus of the Counci l to purchase a canine for $20,000 fr om the drug fund. 
 
 
Moved by Counci lmember Ganley and seconded Counci lmember Walter s to enter into 
Executi ve Sessi on for 25-mi nutes to discuss labor relati ons and personnel, wi th no 
acti on to follow.  Motion car ried.
