Maintain a healthy lawn.
Redirect down spouts from paved areas to vegetated areas.
O nstall gravel trenches along driveways or patios.
Ouse porous materials such as wooden planks or bricks for
walkways and patios.
O building a new home, have the driveway and walkways
graded so water flows onto lawn areas.
O Use a rain barrel to catch and store water for gardens.
O wash your car on the lawn, not the driveway, or take your
car to a commercial car wash.
